Why is my child on that team?

At the beginning of every season, the question is raised as to why a child is placed on a certain recreational
team. With many new players, this would be good time to explain how this is done.

First, the rosters are put together by the individual age group commissioners. We have no drafts, like some may
be use to in baseball. Currently, there are 9 commissioners that take care of this process for the 672 children
that are registered for the recreational program.

For each of the age groups, there are several things that we try to do when putting together the rosters. These
include:
When possible, we try to keep children that have previously played together on the same team as all
seem to like this. It is sometimes necessary to split teams from one season to another due to the
number of kids registered. This occurred in the U12 age group this spring where due to the high
number of kids (104), we had to expand to 8 teams. W.ith this, we had to move some kids from their
previous teams.
We try to place children based on geography, meaning those who live close together or go to school
together, play together. This allows kids to play with their friends and allows teams to use neighborhood
schools as practice sites.
We do have a maximum number of players that we like to see on a team so to allow all the chance to
play at least half of the game.
We do try to honor any special requests that parents make for transportation, etc. reasons.
We do look at the teams from a competition level as well as we want to see the playing field level. With
this, we may split teams to make this happen. Lopsided games do not help much with a player's
development.

This process is a time consuming process that usually has to be done rather quickly and usually requires the
commissioners to find new coaches for teams. With the age group numbers between 48 and 104, | hope you
can understand the complexity and appreciate the time the commissioners spend on this.

As a final note at the beginning of the spring season, we have a number of players that will be playing their last
year of recreational soccer. Some have only play 1 season, while others are finishing their seventh full year of
soccer. At the same time, we will have several coaches in the U12 age group that are coaching their last
season as their children will be moving on. These coaches are Bill May, Ken Snow, and Jim Morgan. BCSA
appreciates their time that they have provided over the last few years.
